"(I) The occupational classes of the Public Service 
shall be as specified in the Second Schedule to 
this Act and for the purposes of sub-section 
(2) of Article 74B of the Constitution of the 
Cook Islands graded positions shall be those 
poeitions specified in the Second scheliule· and 
where no position is specified then the 
Commissioner, in consultation with the 
depattmenta1 head or departmental beads whose 
department or dep~rtments is or are affected, 
shall determine the graded position and in 
which· occupation class the position should be. 
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('2) The CommU'sloner, in consultation with the 
departmental heed or departmental heads of any 
department or departments that is or are a[rectedm 
shall divlde the graded positions into Bub-grades 
according to his assessment of the relative levels 
of responslbll1ty and a,kllls required to be 

, exercised by the employees within that sub-grade 
and shall prescribe the salary rate together with 
incremental steps and a maximum salary in each 
sub-grade" • 

Ripei~ - Section 24A of the prlncipal Act, and the 
Second Schedu e ereto (as inserted by Section ) of the Public 
Service Amendment Act 1980) are hereby repealed, ,
